“Today we
have two container terminals operated by
private operators, Oslo Container Terminal
and Norsteve/Finnlines. In January

2008 we opened the first phase of a new
containerterminal at Sjursgya where all the
lo-lo traffic will take place in the future.

“The first phase of the new container
terminal has a capacity of 143.000 TEU and
